The In Memory program consists of three parts:

**An induction ceremony is held twice a year, on Memorial Day and Veterans Day.  The family is invited to attend the ceremony, speak about their loved one, and receive an In Memory certificate.

**An engraved paving stone is permanently placed at the ground level of the Memorial where it will remain forever surrounded by fallen comrades.

**A binder including biographical information provided by family members and friends will be placed in the Resource Library of the Vietnam Era Educational Center.  The binder may include family photos, letters, medal citations, and any other pertinent information the family chooses to share.  Additional information may be added at any time.
